VISIT BY H.E. MR. B. K. MBAYA, AMBASSADOR OF KENYA TO TOULOUSE:  11TH – 12TH JULY, 2002
· H.E. Mr. B. K. Mbaya, Ambassador of Kenya, visited Toulouse, France, from 11th – 12th July, 2002, to witness the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding between Moi University and the Toulouse National Polytechnic Institute (INPT).  Co-operation between the two institutions covers student scholarships, lecturer exchange programmes, conference and research, chemical engineering and technical training.

· While in Toulouse, the Ambassador paid a courtesy call on Mr. Jean BERTIN, President of the Regional Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Midi-Pyrénées during which they held fruitful discussions on bilateral trade and investment.  The Ambassador invited Members of the Regional Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Midi-Pyrénées to take advantage of the conducive investment climate in Kenya and invest in the country.  
He also informed the President of the Chamber that the Embassy was working closely with the Paris Chamber of Commerce and Industry on a Trade and Investment Seminar called “Kenya Days”, scheduled for 24th – 26th September, 2002.  The President agreed to attend the function and inform members of his Chamber on the event.

· The Ambassador also called on the Mayor’s Office, where issues of bilateral interest were discussed.  Emphasis was laid on Trade and Business Co-operation between Kenya and Toulouse business community, the possibility of twinning Toulouse City with a Kenyan city and the promotion of educational ties between the City of Toulouse and Kenya.  Possibilities of establishing scholarships and other financial assistance programmes for Kenyan students were explored. 
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
